The country is washed by 12 seas of 3 oceans: the Pacific, the Arctic and the Atlantic. In the south Russia borders on China, Mongolia, Korea, Kazakhstan, Georgia and Azerbaijan. In the west it borders on Norway, Finland, the Baltic States, Belorussia, the Ukraine. It also has а sea-border with the USA.
There are two great plains in Russia: the Great Russian Plain and the West Siberian Lowland. There are several mountain chains on the territory of the country: the Ura1s, the Caucasus, the A1tai and others. The largest mountain chain, the Ura1s, separates Europe from Asia.
The world's deepest lake (1,600 metres) is Lake Baikal. The water in the lake is so clear that if you look down you can count the stones on the bottom. Europe's biggest river, the Volga, flows into the Caspian Sea. The main Siberian rivers - the Ob, the Yenisei and the Lena - flow from the south to the north. The Amur in the Far East flows into the Pacific Ocean.
Russia has one-sixth of the world’s forests. They are concentrated in the European north of the country, in Siberia and in the Far East. On the vast territory of the country there are various types of climate, from arctic in the north to subtropical in the south. In the middle of the country the climate is temperate and continental.
Russia is very rich in oil, coal, iron ore, natural gas, copper, nickel and other mineral resources.

Customs and Traditions in England
1. Read and translate the text:
There are many customs and traditions in England. First tradition is called "Wrong side of the bed". When people are bad tempered we say that they must have got out of bed on the wrong side. Originally, it was meant quiet literally. People believe that the way they raised in the morning affected their behavior throughout the day. The wrong side of the bed was the left side. The left always having been linked with evil. Second custom is called "Blowing out the candles". The custom of having candles on birthday cakes goes back to the ancient Greeks. Worshippers of Artemis, goddess of the moon and hunting, used to place honey cakes on the altars of her temples on her birthday. The cakes were round like the fall moon and lit with tapers. This custom was next recorded in the middle ages when German peasants’ lit tapers on birthday cakes, the number lit indicating the person's age, plus an extra one to represent the light of life. From earliest days burning tapers had been endowed with mystical significance and it was believed that when blown out they had the power to grant a secret wish and ensure a happy year ahead.   
And the last tradition is called "The 5th of November". On the 5th of November in almost every town and village in England you will see fire burning, fireworks, cracking and lighting up the sky. You will see too small groups of children pulling round in a homemade cart, a figure that looks something like a man but consists of an old suit of clothes, stuffed with straw. The children will sing:" Remember, remembers the 5th of November; Gun powder, treason and plot". And they will ask passers-by for "a penny for the Guy" But the children with "the Guy" are not likely to know who or what day they are celebrating. They have done this more or less every 5th of November since 1605. At that time James the First was on the throne. He was hated with many people especially the Roman Catholic against whom many sever laws had been passed. A number of catholic chief of who was Robert Catesby determined to kill the King and his ministers by blowing up the house of Parliament with gunpowder. To help them in this they got Guy Fawkes, a soldier of fortune, who would do the actual work. The day fixed for attempt was the 5th of November, the day on which the Parliament was to open. But one of the conspirators had several friends in the parliament and he didn't want them to die. So he wrote a letter to Lord Montague begging him to make some excuse to be absent from parliament if he valued his life. Lord Montague took the letter hurry to the King. Guards were sent at once to examine the cellars of the house of Parliament. And there they found Guy Fawkes about to fire a trail of gunpowder. He was tortured and hanged; Catesby was killed, resisting arrest in his own house. In memory of that day bonfires are still lighted, fireworks shoot across the November sky and figures of Guy Fawkes are burnt in the streets.


American Customs and Traditions

The bell weighs over a ton and it is 12 feet wide at the bottom.
On the 11th of November there is Veteran's Day. It is I dedicated to those who fell in the two World Wars. 
Thanksgiving Day is on the fourth Thursday in November. In the autumn of 1621, the Pilgrim Fathers celebrated their first harvest festival in America and called it Thanksgiving Day. Since that time it has been celebrated every year. 
Christmas Day is celebrated on the 25th of December. In America it's the most important holiday of the year. Christmas is a religious holiday and one of the happiest holidays of the year, because it is the day that Christians celebrate the birth of Jesus Christ. Americans prepare for Christmas weeks before. ANDREI SAKHAROV
Andrei Dmitrievich Sakharov, an outstanding physicist, was born on the 21st of May, 1921, into the family of teachers. He graduated from Moscow University in 1942. In 1947 he defended his thesis for the degree of Candidate of Science. In 1953 he defended his Doctorate thesis and was elected a member of the Academy of Sciences. Sakharov is often called the father of the Soviet hydrogen bomb, but he became more known as a champion for human rights and freedom. For this work the Nobel Committee awarded him the Peace Prize in 1975. The Committee called him "the conscience of mankind". The Soviet authorities, however, did not allow him to go to Norway to receive the award. In 1966 he took part in his first human rights demonstration, a one-minute silent protest in Pushkin Square. A year later, he wrote a letter to Communist Party leader Leonid Brezhnev defending imprisoned dissidents. His international repute as a scientist kept him out of jail, but in 1980 when he protested against Soviet intervention in Afghanistan, he was deprived of all his titles and orders and was exiled to the city of Gorky. In 1986 Mikhail Gorbachev invited Sakharov to return to Moscow. He was given back all his titles and orders. Andrei Sakharov died in 1989. He is remembered by everybody as an outstanding humanist, who could teach and who foresaw the changes that take place now.

Throughout the year, the World Skills Museum project team conducted extensive research, asset identification, and thematic development to create the Interpretive Plan. The Interpretive Plan established the final narrative: zone messages, themes, and learning objectives based on an identified collection of assets that the appointed exhibition design agency used to produce the initial concept design. 
The Interpretive Plan and subsequent designs aim to push the boundaries on digital storytelling and create hands-on, tactile experiences that, alongside assets from World Skills Members, Global Partners, and the broader WorldSkills movement, demonstrate how skills are the building blocks of our lives. Approximately 60% of the total assets identified for the World Skills Museum were acquired in 2020, with the first shipment of assets leaving Madrid, the central WorldSkills asset storage facility, for Shanghai in December 2020. In Shanghai, renovations of the building are underway to transform the 1920’s textile warehouse into a space of exploration and discovery.
